10-28-480 lnterference with sewers or water pipes.
No person shall use the space under any such sidewalk in such a manner as to interfere withany sewer or water pipe or any other work lawfully in said public way, unless by the express consentof the commissioner of transportation and no so"n public way use permit shall be granted until theapplicant tffi has paidto-the city a sum of moneTãuff¡c¡ent ¡r' the judgment of the commissioner

of water management to defray the cost and expense of renewing or rebuilding or relaying suchsewer or water pipe or other public work and making the necessary connectioné there*itnhu"ry
such person disturbing any such sewer orwater pipe or any other púotic work shall, within ten daysthereafter, restore the same to such condition as will muêt thu approval of the commissioner ofwater management. 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10-28-650 Permitted when - Gontract awards.
(a) Beginning 90 days after the effective date of this article, no person shall place or

maintain any advertising bench on or over the public way except as permitted under this article.

Lh) Any advertising bench on the public way authorized pursuant to this section shall not
require the issuance of a public way use permit pursuant to section 10-28-010.

10-28-755 Newsracks permitted on public ways.
Not withstanding S'eetisn section 1 0-28-010 or 10-28-040 or any other provision of this Code,

newsracks may be placed on the public way as permitted by this article.

10-28-792 Permit required.
It shall be unlavvful for any person to erect, locate, construct or maintain any refuse

compactor or grease container on the public way or any other unenclosed property owned or
controlled by the City of Chicago without obtaining a permit therefor from the commissioner of
streets and sanitation as hereinafter provided. Notwithstanding any other provision of this municipal
code, such permit is the only authorization required for placement of a refuse compactor or grease
container on the public way. There shall be no permit fee or application fee for a permit for a refuse
compactor or a grease container on the public way. The administration of city permits for use of the
public way for refuse compactors or grease containers obtained prior to the effective date of this
ordinance shall be transferred from the department of revenue to the department of streets and
sanitation. Such permittees shall receive notice that no annual fees shall be due to the city. The
requirements of this article do not include those refuse compactors or grease containers installed
on private property. The commissioner or his designee may grant a waiver or variance from this
requirement at his discretion, pursuant to standards created through the promulgation of rules and
regulations.

Any refuse compactor or grease container on the public wav authorized pursuant to this
section shall not require the issuance of a public wav use permit pursuant to section 10-28-010.

l0-28-799 Dumpsters/roll off boxes on the public way.
(A) Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms shall have the following

meanings:

SECTION 2. Section 10-29-020 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is hereby amended by
deleting the language struck through, as follows:
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1 0 -29 -020 Pe rm it req u i red for i nsta I lati on orrnaintc,nanee.
No person or entity shall install sfinaiffi¡n any wire, pipe, cable or conduit on, under or over

the surface of any public way or public property without first having obtained a permit issued by the
department of transportation after consultation with the office of emergency management and
communications. Applications and permits shall be in such form and shall require suCh plans and
specificatíons as prescribed by the commissioner. This chapter shall not apply to the installation
or maíntenance of telecommunications equipment on, over or under the public way by
telecommunications províders as provided in Chapter 1O-30, but shall applyto tl're use of publiô
property by private users.

SECTION 3. Section 10-32-140 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is hereby amended by
inserting the underscored language, as follows:

10-32-140 Placing substance on parkways.
No person shall place or maintain or allow to be placed upon a parkway or median any

asphalt, cement, stone, lumber or other substance without a permit issued by the commissioner. ln
determining whether to grant such a permit the commissioner shall consider: the nature of the
substance; the quantity of the substance; the length of time during which the substance will remain
on the parkway or median; its effect on trees, shrubs and other plant material on the parkway or
median; the purpose of placing or maintaining the substance on the parkway or median; and the
alternatives which may be available to the applicant.

AnY substance placed on the parkway or median authorized pursuant to this section shall
not reQuire the issuance of a public way use permit pursuant to section 10-28-010.

SECTION 4. Section 13-20-550 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is hereby amended by
inserting the underscored language, as follows:

l3-20-550 Permits required.
(a) lt shall be unlawful for any person (1) to own, maintain, erect, install, alter, repair or

enlarge any sign, signboard or structure covered by the provisions of this article, including but not
limited to any illuminated or non-illuminated sign, painted wall sign, ground sign, or roof sigñ, or any
such sign's support structure; or (2) to commence to erect, install, alter, repaìr or enlargeãny sign,
signboard or structure covered by the provísions of this article, including but not t¡miteO io any
illuminated or non-illuminated sign, painted wall sign, ground sign, or roof iign, or any such sign'õ
support structure; or (3) to cause any sign, signboard or structure covered by the provisions of this
article, including but not limited to any illuminated or non-illuminated sign, painted wallsign, ground
sign, or roof sign, or any such sign's support structure, to be erected, installed, altered, repalred or
enlarged, unless a valid permit has been obtained from the department of buildings. Any person
who violates any of the requírements of this subsection shall be fined $10,000.00 for each-oiïense,
unless such person can show by a preponderance of the evidence, that the square footage of such
sign, signboard or structure is: (i) from 200 to 499 square feet, per face, in which case tñe penalty
for violation shall be $3,000; or (ii) from 100 to 1gg square feet, per face, in which case the penalty
for violation shall be $1,000; or (iii) from 50 to 9g square feet, per face, in which case the penalty
for violation shall be $500; or (iv) from over zero to 4g square feet per face, in which case the
penalty for violation shall be $100. Each day that a violation continues shall constitute a separate
and distinct offense to which a separate fíne shall apply.

(d) ln addition to any permit required by this section. any siqn which is on or over the public
way_shall requíre a public wav use oermit pursuant to section 10-28-010.

SECTION 5. Section 10-20-510 of the Municipal Code of Chicago is herebyamended by
inserting the underscored language, as follows:

10-20-510 Nonstandard surface material.
No part of the top or wearing surface of any sidewalk in any public way in the city shall be

composed of any nonstandard surface; provided, however, that upon the filing with the
commissioner of transportation of (1) proof of insurance against any liability, loss or claim arising
by reason or on account of any defect in the construction or design of a sidewalk incorporating a
nonstandard surface, or by reason or on account of the failure to maintain said sidewalk in good
condition and repair, such insurance to be issued by an insurer authorized to do business in lllinois
and in an amount no less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence, and (2) a maintenance and
Índemnification agreement ín a form satisfactory to the commissioner of transportation, such
agreement to be conditioned to indemnify, keep and save harmless the city against all liabilities,
judgments, costs, damages and expenses which may in any way come against said city by reason
or on account of such construction or of any defect in the construction of said sidewalk or by reason
or on account of the failure to maintain said sidewalk in good condition and repair, nothing in this
paragraph shall be held to apply to any nonstandard surface approved by the commissioner of
transportation. The above-described insurance shall name the City of Chicago, its officers,
employees and agents as additional insured, and shall provide for written notice to the commissioner
of transportation within 30 days of any lapse, cancellation or change in coverage and shall be kept
in force as long as said sidewalk shall exist in the form described in this section, and if at any time
while said sidewalk exists in this form, such insurance shall not be in full force, then the authority
and privileges herein granted shall thereupon cease. The commissioner of transportation in his or
her discretion may require, instead of such insurance, any alternative form of indemnity, protection
or security that he or she deems necessary to accomplish the above-described purposes.

Any nonstandard surface as part of the top or wearing surface of any sidewalk in any public
way authorized pursuant to this section shall not require the issuance of a public way use permit
pursuant to section 10-28-010.

SECTION 6. This ordinance takes effect after its passage and publicatíon; provided that any
public way use permit issued before the effective date of this ordinance shall remain in effect until
its expiration.
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
