MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE FOR: 2008

SUBSTITUTE

WHEREAS, The City of Chicago is a home rule unit of government as defined in Article
VII, Section 6 (a) of the Illinois Constitution; and

WHEREAS, As a home rule unit of government, the City of Chicago may exercise any
power and perform any function pertaining to its government and affairs; and

WHEREAS, The structure, powers and functions ofits departments and agencies is a matter
pertaining to the government and affairs of the City of Chicago; now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHICAGO:
ARTICLE I - VARIOUS AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1. The following provisions of the Municipal Code of Chicago relevant to the
Cable Administrator are hereby amended by deleting the struck-through language, inserting the
underscored language, and making the changes otherwise indicated:

2-24-010 Establishment--Composition.

Thereis hereby created and established an executive department of the municipal government
of the City of Chicago which shall be known as the department of consumer services. The
department shall embrace a commissioner of consumer services;the-city's-cabte-administrator; and
such other deputies, assistants, and employees as the city council may provide by the annual
appropriation ordinance.

4-280-420 Cable administrator.

The commissioner of consumer services shall serve ex officio as cable administrator.
B. In addition to other dutles conferred elsewhere in this Code the dutles of the cable

administrator shall include be-as<
nothmtted-to:

1. Assisting the council as requested in the franchising process;

2. Assisting in enforcement of ex parte rules pertaining to the franchising process as to
be adopted by council;

3. Performing such regulatory and monitoring functions as the commission may direct.

SECTION 2. The following provisions of the Municipal Code of Chicago relevant to the
Department on Aging are hereby amended by deleting the struck-through language, inserting the
underscored language, and making the changes otherwise indicated:

2-16-010 Establishment--Composition.

There is hereby created and established an executive department of the municipal
government of the City of Chicago which shall be known as the department omaging of senior
services. Said department shall embrace a commissioner omaging of senior services, and such
deputies, assistants and employees as the city council may provide by the annual appropriation
ordinance.

2-16-020 Commissioner--Office established--Authority.

There is hereby created and established the office of commissioner omaging of senior
services. The commissioner shall serve as head of the department on-aging of senior services and
shall supervise activities of the department. The commissioner shall be appointed by the mayor,
by and with the consent of the city council.

2-16-030 Compensation for commissioner and employees.
The commissioner on-aging of senior services and employees of the department shall

receive such compensation as may be fixed by the city council.

2-16-060 Advisory councils orraging of senior services and disability.
The mayor shall appoint an advisory council omagmg of senior services, and is
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authorized to create such additional advisory bodies as may be appropriate to the function of the

department.

(a) In making appointments to the advisory councils, the mayor shall consider older
persons, their representatives, older persons with the greatest economic or social need,
representatives of organizations that provide services or advocacy to older persons, and the
. general public.

(b)  The advisory councils shall advise the department orraging of senior services on
matters concerning programs and services to older persons in the City of Chicago, including but
not limited to utilization of resources and the development of policy.

(©) No member of the advisory councils may receive compensation, but each member
may be reimbursed for expenses reasonably incurred in the performance of his or her duties.

Every adult family care facility shall be inspected annually by the department of health,

department of aging senior services, the fire department’s bureau of fire prevention and
department of buildings, and shall be open at all reasonable times for inspection by such

departments.

SECTION 3. The following provisions of the Municipal Code of Chicago relevant to the
Department of Business and Information Services are hereby amended by deleting the struck-
through language, inserting the underscored language, and making the changes otherwise
indicated:

2-68-010 Establishment--Composition and operation.
There is hereby established an executive department of the municipal government of the city

which shall be known as the department of business-and-informatiomrservices innovation and
technology. The department shall be headed by a chief information officer and shall include such
other employees as are provided for in the annual appropriation ordinance.

2-68-020 Chief information officer--Appointment and authority.
There is hereby created the office of chief information officer of-business-and-information
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services. The chief information officer shall be appointed by the mayor by and with the advice
and consent of the city council. The chief information officer shall have management and control

of all matters and activities pertaining to the department of business-and-information-services

innovation and technology.

2-68-030 Chief information officer--Powers and duties.

The chief information officer of the-department-of-businessand-information-services shall have

the following duties and responsibilities:

2-156-475 Access to list of current contractors.
(a) No later than March 1, 1998, the department of business-and-information-services

innovation and technology shall compile a list of all current contractors, who had business during
the preceding four reporting years as set forth in Section 2-164-040 of this Code, of the city,
Chicago Transit Authority, Board of Education/Chicago School Reform Board of Trustees,
Chicago Park District, Chicago City Colleges and the Metropolitan Pier and Exposition
Authority. The list shall be updated by way of computer network. The list shall be made available
to other officials and employees, and to the public, by: (1) the provision of a computer terminal
that is placed in a readily accessible location; and (2) the provision of a telephone number which
such persons may call with inquiries.

SECTION 4. The following provisions of the Municipal Code of Chicago relevant to
automated red light violations are hereby amended by deleting the struck-through language,
inserting the underscored language, and making the changes otherwise indicated:

9-100-010 Purpose--Scope--Adoption of rules and regulations.

(a) The purpose of this chapter is to provide for the administrative adjudication of
violations of ordinances defining compliance and automated red light violations and regulating
vehicular standing and parking within the city, and to establish a fair and efficient system for the
enforcement of such ordinances. The administrative adjudication system set forth in this chapter
is established pursuant to Division 2.1 of the Illinois Municipal Code and Sectiont Sections
11-208.3 and 11-208.6 of the Illinois Vehicle Code.

(b) The director of revenue shall appoint a city traffic compliance administrator who
is authorized to:

@) adopt, distribute, and process parking, and compliance and automated red light
violation notices and additional notices, collect money paid as fines and penalties for violations
of parking, and compliance and automated red light ordinances;
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(i1)  establish procedures necessary for the prompt, fair and efficient operation of the
administrative adjudication system; and

(i)  adopt rules and regulations pertaining to: the hearing process, the selection and
appointment of administrative law officers, the content of forms and procedures, and the daily
operation of the administrative adjudication of parking, amd compliance and automated red light
violations program.

(©) The traffic compliance administrator may delegate to the department of
administrative hearings his or her authority to appoint administrative law officers, to adopt rules
and regulations pertaining to administrative hearing proceedings and to conduct administrative
hearing proceedings, including the functions of the traffic compliance administrator set forth in
Sections 9-100-070(a); 9-100-080(a), (b) and (g); 9-100-090(c); 9-100-130(c); and subsection
(b)(iii) of this section.

9-100-130 Driver's license suspension.

(a) When a person has failed to pay any fine or penalty due and owing pursuant to
this chapter on ten or more parking or compliance violations or five or more automated red light
violations, the city traffic compliance administrator shall cause a notice of impending driver's
license suspension to be sent, in accordance with Section 9-100-050(f). The notice shall state that
failure to pay the amount owing within 45 days of the date of the notice will result in the city's
notifying the Secretary of State that the person is eligible for initiation of suspension proceedings
pursuant to Section 6-306.5 of the Illinois Vehicle Code.

(b) If a person sent a notice pursuant to subsection (a) fails to pay the amount owing
within the time stated on the notice, the city traffic compliance administrator may file with the
Secretary of State a certified report, in accordance with Section 6-306.5(c) of the Illinois Vehicle
Code, that the person is eligible for initiation of suspension proceedings. The city traffic
compliance administrator shall assess a $20.00 filing fee against the person named in the certified
report to reimburse the city for the expense of preparing and filing the certified report with the
Secretary of State.

(c) A person named in a certified report filed pursuant to subsection (b) may, within
21 days of the date of the notice sent by the Secretary of State pursuant to Section 6-306.5(b) of
the Illinois Vehicle Code, file with the city traffic compliance administrator a written statement
and supporting documentation to challenge the report; provided, however, the grounds for such

_challenge shall be limited to (1) the person not having been the owner or lessee of the vehicle or
vehicles receiving ten or more parking or compliance violation vietations notices or five or more
automated red light violations on the date or dates such notices were issued or (2) the person
having already paid the fine and penalty for the ten or more violations or five or more automated
red light violations indicated on the report. The city traffic compliance administrator shall send
notice of the decision on the challenge of the report after receipt thereof,

(d) If a person named in a certified report has paid the previously reported fine or
penalty or if the report is determined by the city traffic compliance administrator to be in error,
the city traffic compliance administrator shall notify the Secretary of State in accordance with
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Section 6-306.5(d) of the Illinois Vehicle Code. A certified copy of such notification shall be
given, upon request and at no charge, to the person named therein.

9-102-010 Purpose--Establishment of automated red light camera program.

(a) The purpose of this chapter is to provide for the establishment of an automated red
light violation enforcement system which shall be administered by the office of emergency
management and communications pursuant to powers delegated to that office by the traffic
compliance administrator, in consultation with the department of transportation and the
department of revenue and enforced through a system of administrative adjudication within the
department of administrative hearings.

(b) The system shall utilize a traffic control signal monitoring device which records,
through photographic means, the vehicle and the vehicle registration plate of a vehicle operated
in violation of Section 9-8-020(c) and Section 9-16-030(c). The photographic record shall also
display the time, date and location of the violation.

(c) A program shall be established which utilizes an automatic red light enforcement
system at various vehicle traffic intersections identified by the office of emergency management
and communications, with the advice of the police department. The intersections chosen for the
program shall be located throughout the city.

(d The department of transportation, the office of emergency management and
communications, the police department and the department of revenue through the traffic
compliance administrator shall adopt rules and regulations as may be necessary for the proper
enforcement and administration of this chapter.

9-102-020 Red light violation.
(@) The registered owner of record of a vehicle is liable for a violation of this section

and a-fincof-$96-60 the fine set forth in Section 9-100-020 when the vehicle is used in violation
of Section 9-8-020(c) or Section 9-16-030(c) and that violation is recorded by a traffic control
signal monitoring device as determined by a technician who inspects the recorded image created
by the device. A photographic recording of a violation obtained by a traffic control signal
monitoring device and that has been inspected by a technician shall be prima facie evidence of a
violation of this chapter. It shall be a defense to a violation of this section that:

(1) The operator of the vehicle was issued a uniform traffic citation for a violation of
Section 9-8-020(c) or Section 9-16-030(c); or

@) The violation occurred at any time during which the vehicle or its state
registration plates were reported to a law enforcement agency as having been stolen and the
vehicle or its plates had not been recovered by the owner at the time of the alleged violation; or

3) The vehicle was leased to another, and, within 60 days after the citation notice
was mailed to the owner, the owner submitted to the department of revenue the correct name and
address of the lessee of the vehicle identified in the eitation notice at the time of the violation,
together with a copy of the lease agreement and any additional information as may be required by
the department. Where the lessor complies with the provisions of this section, the lessee of the
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
